grapes grown on our estate 
vineyards (40% Merlot, 30% 
Cabernet Franc, 30% Cabernet 
Sauvignon). 
§ After careful selection of the 

finest grapes, they are cold 
soaked until the desired colour, 
flavour and aroma has been 
obtained; the juice is then bled 
off; a process known as ‘Saignee’. 
§ The juice is racked to neutral oak 

barriques, where it is cool 
fermented and aged.  Bottled 
February 23, 2009.
